In Kono, learning levels of JSS2 and SSS2 pupils are low in both
English and Mathematics.

In Kono, JSS2 girls score higher than JSS2 boys, but SSS2 girls score lower than SSS2 boys.

In Kono, at SSS2 level, pupils from wealthier households perform better than pupils from poorer
households. However, poor JSS2 pupils perform better in English than wealthy JSS2 pupils.
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Fact 4

In Kono, a small percentage of JSS and SSS teachers are female. Teacher characteristics in Kono
are similar to the national average statistics.
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Fact 5

93% of JSS teachers now use printed MBSSE lesson plans in Kono. However, 62% of these
teachers find it difficult to link learning objectives to the appropriate grade level.
