The School Leadership Programme (SLP) is open to secondary school leaders - Principals, Vice Principals, Senior Teachers and Heads of Department – in all districts of Sierra Leone. 
Women school leaders and school leaders with disabilities are especially encouraged to apply.
During the SLP, you will complete four modules:
	Foundation Module (September 2026)

	In this short module you will attend a two-day workshop to learn about the programme so you know what to expect. You will also meet your tutor (the Local Leader of Learning) and peers who are also starting the SLP.

	Module 1: Leading School safety and Inclusion (September – December 2026) 

	This 3-month module focuses on school safety and inclusion. Completing this module blends self-study and school-based assignments with face to face and remote support from your tutor and from your peers.

	Module 2: Leading Teaching and Learning (January – March 2027)

	This 3-month module focuses on teaching and learning. Completing this module blends self-study and school-based assignments with face to face and remote support from your tutor and from your peers.

	Module 3: Leading School Improvement (April – June 2027)

	This 3-month module focuses on school improvement. Completing this module blends self-study and school-based assignments with face to face and remote support from your tutor and from your peers.



Important information about the SLP
· Completing the SLP will require between 2 and 4 hours of study per week.
· You will require access to a desktop computer, laptop, tablet or smart phone to send and receive emails, access information online and to send and receive WhatsApp calls and messages.
· The standard fee charged by all 5 TTIs for completing the SLP is SLE 10,000. You will pay this fee to the TTI if your application is successful. 
· The fee can be paid in two instalments: SLE 6000 at the start of the programme and the remaining SLE 4000 before the start of Toolkit 2.
· The fees cover all costs associated with completing the SLP, except the cost of data for phones and other devices, and the cost of travel once per module to attend a meeting at district level.

If you wish to apply for the SLP you must complete the application form below, together with two reference letters and a recent passport photo. When you have completed the form, you must submit it to the TSC DO in your district. You must submit a printed copy of the application, but you can fill in your responses by hand.
